o  Each Core Knowledge Check will include previous content in addition to the identified blocks to serve the purpose as a cumulative assessment of key knowledge
All tests are primarily formative and should be used to inform responsive planning, to reteach (ideally using different approaches) and review where necessary
Regular low stakes quizzing focused on key conceptual and procedural knowledge should happen as part of the normal flow of teaching.
The data from these should be used by teachers to inform planning but does not need to be recorded.
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
